NEW MONETARY DISCOVERIES IN ISACCEA (11th cent)

Abstract

The author presents a number of 60 Byzantine coins [rom the 11th cent,
discovered in Isaccea during a survey. 59 of them were donated to the National
History and Archaeology Museum in Constanta and one piece is in a private
collection. The coins cover a time period contained between the reigns of Basil II
and Constantine VII — Alexios I.
